MILITARY BIG DATA

Military Big Data’nin Silah/Sistem modiiliinde, siniflandirmasi Turk Silahli Kuvvetlerinin ilgili birimleriyle
gerceklestirilmis ve NATO standartlari gozetilerek detaylandirilmis alti bélimde diinyada kullanimda olan
ya da siparisi gecilmis tiim silah ve sistemlere ait konsept gelistirme siiregleri, teknik bilgileri, gérselleri vb.
gibi tim bilgiler dogrulanmis olarak kullaniciya sunulmaktadir.

Military Big Data’nin Harita Bilgi Sistemi modiiliinde, her bir silah sisteminin hangi llkede kag¢ adet
kullanildigi bilgisi, uygun filtreleme ve analiz secenekleriyle birlikte sunulmaktadir. ilgili veriler diinya
haritasi Gzerinde iliskilendirilmektedir.

Military Big Data’nin Harp Tahlili modiiliinde, operasyonel diizeyde muharip ya da muharebe sahasinin
dengelerini degistiren faktorlerin oransal analizinin kullaniciyla paylasiimasi 6ngoriilmektedir. Kullanicilar
bu modilde isterlerse kendi miuttefik gruplarini  olusturup, kiyaslamayr gruplar olarak
gerceklestirebilmektedir.

Military Big Data’nin Savunma Ticareti modiiliinde, son 40 yil icinde Ulkeler arasinda gerceklesen
savunma alisverisi tarihsel, rakamsal ve adedi bilgiler paylasilarak sunulmaktadir. Hedef llke ya da kaynak
Ulke analiziyle desteklenen bu modiilde ilkeler arasi iliskilerin boyutu savunma dizeyinde
incelenebilmektedir.

MILITARY BIG DATA

In the Weapon/System module of Military Big Data, all information such as concept
development processes, technical information, visuals, etc. of all weapons and systems in use or
ordered in the world are presented to the user in six sections, which have been classified with the
relevant units of the Turkish Armed Forces and detailed in accordance with NATO standards.

In the Map Information System module of Military Big Data, information on how many each
weapon system is used in which country is presented with appropriate filtering and analysis
options. Related data is associated on the world map.

In the Warfare Analysis module of Military Big Data, it is envisaged to share with the user the
proportional analysis of the factors that change the balance of the combatant or battlefield at the
operational level. In this module, users can create their own alliance groups and perform the
comparison as groups.

In the Defense Trade module of Military Big Data, defense exchanges between countries over
the last 40 years are presented by sharing historical, numerical and quantitative information. In
this module, which is supported by target country or source country analysis, the extent of
relations between countries can be examined at the defense level.
